JOINT MOTION TO STAY PROCEEDINGS

On April 25, 2006, the Cour of Appeals for the D.C. Circuit issued an opinion remanding

to this Cour, with instructions to vacate, the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency's ("EP A")

establishment and approval of Total Maximum Daily Loads ("TMDLs") for certain pollutants

discharged into the Anacostia River. Friends of the Earth, Inc. v. EPA, 446 F.3d 140, 148 (D.C.

Cir. 2006). In doing so, the D.C. Circuit stated that the paries could ask this Cour on remand to

stay vacatur of EP A's actions, in order to give the Distrct of Columbia a reasonable opportity

to establish new TMDLs. Id. EP A anticipates that it wil move for such a stay, but the parties

are curently conferrng over whether such a motion could be filed jointly. Therefore, Friends of

the Earh and EP A hereby move for a stay of all proceedings in this litigation for a period of 30

days, to ensure that the Cour wil not vacate the existing TMDLs while the paries confer about

how to proceed)!

lIFriends of the Earh and EP A notified the Distrct of Columbia Water and Sewer Authority

("W ASA") of their intent to fie this motion. Counsel for W ASA has been unavailable for
several days and was therefore not able to represent whether W ASA would oppose this Motion.
